


This term, we will be focusing on developing children's understanding of multiplication and division. We will begin by revisiting key concepts using arrays to support visual learning. Children will then explore and practise the 2, 5, and 10 times tables, using strategies such as sharing and grouping to solve problems. As their confidence grows, we will move on to multiplying and dividing using the 3, 4, and 8 times tables.
This term in English, we will be focusing on the story The Rhythm of the Rain. The outcome will be for children to either write their own version of the story or create an original narrative inspired by it. Throughout the unit, children will continue to expand their vocabulary and build on their previous knowledge of conjunctions and prepositions. They will also begin to learn how to use the present perfect form of verbs in their writing.
History
In History we will be thinking about Cradles of Civilisation. The children will be learning about trade, building and writing, Gilgamesh and similarities between different civilisations. They will build up to answer the question: In what ways were Egypt and Sumer the same and different?
Geography
The focus this term is Mountains. By the end of the unit, the children will understand what the weather and land is like in mountainous regions and how people live and work with the mountains. The children will use their knowledge from their last topic of rivers to support them. 
Computing
In Computing we will be focusing on Online Safety and spreadsheets.
Religious Education
This term in RE, we are learning about Incarnation and the Holy Trinity. 
Maths

RHE
In RHSE the focus for this term “Celebrating Differences”. Children will learn about respecting everyone no matter their similarities and differences. Look into anti-bullying and celebrate that everyone is unique in their own way. 
Music
This year the children will learn how to play Ukulele. 
PE
The topics this term are ball skills and dance. 
Latin
The topic title this term is Food Glorious Food. 
Art and Design
The focus this term is Pneumatics. The children will learn the about pneumatic systems and how they force air over a distance to create movement. They will then be able to design and make their own one. 
Science
This term, children will learn about forces such as pushes and pulls, and investigate how objects move on different surfaces. They will explore which materials are magnetic, understand that magnets have two poles, and carry out simple investigations, including recording results in bar charts. Children will also learn about scientists William Gilbert and Hans Christian Ørsted, who made important discoveries about magnetism.
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
